Affection: Compulsive Choleric

Affection is the need to establish and maintain a satisfactory relationship with others in regard
to love and affection (deep one-on-one relationships, such as spouses, girlfriends or boyfriends,
parents, children, trusted friends). Affection asks two questions:

1. How much love and affection do I express to others?
2. How much love and affection do I want expressed to me?

Shows a great deal of love and affection but requires only a small amount
Uses charm (behaves warmly and personably) to maintain control of deep, personal
relationships
Places conditions on the love he/she gives and receives
Will only give and receive love and affection according to his/her terms
